The basic course was a 60-minute lesson once a week. I was first assessed
for my English' level and given some materials to study at home. The course

cost $60 a month. 1 thought that was not enough practice.

The standard course offered two 60-minute lessons a week, more materials to
help me learn different things in English, and a monthly meeting to check my

progress. It cost $80 per month. I found this course a little too easy.

The premium course offered three 60-minute lessons per week and a large amount
of materials to help me learn English, such as business English and interview
practice. There was also a monthly meeting to check progress and help with

homework. It cost $160 a month. I knew I was lazy, so I deliberately chose
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the premium course, which was the most intensive English training.

After six months, my friend was not much better at speaking English. However,
my ability to speak English improved dramatically. This experience taught me

how important it is to choose the course that is most suitable for you.

Sustainable Living: Minimizing Waste and Maximizing Resources

This year at English Day, we attended a presentation by an'environmental NGO
that focused on how individuals can help decrease waste in everyday life. Below

is an overview of the program and discussions.

The first speaker discussed the growing trend of using personal reusable bags,
known as “My Bag,” to cut down on ‘waste. The use .of these bags resulted
in less reliance on single-use plastic bags. In addition, carrying personal bottles
could eliminate the need for single-use plastic bottles.. This change not only
reduced plastic /waste but also promoted a culture of sustainability and

environmental responsibility.

The next speaker noted that more than 5 million tons of food is wasted in Japan
each year, due to overbuying and improper storage at home. The speaker
stressed the importance of avoiding food waste by buying only what is needed
and not ordering too much when eating out. Careful meal planning and the
use of leftovers were recommended to further reduce the impact of household

food consumption.

The third speaker stressed the importance of reusing, especially for durable items
such as strong plastics, which should be used until they are no longer functional.

The speaker encouraged the practice of passing on items that are no longer

needed, rather than disposing of them, and fostering a mindset that minimizes
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waste. Opportunities for donation were highlighted, and it was noted that such
actions could extend the usefulness of these items and provide benefits to the

community.

The final speaker provided insight into recycling, using plastic bottles as a prime
example. He explained that when collected through waste management
processes, these bottles can be recycled into new plastic products. He also
urged the audience to avoid illegal dumping, emphasizing that while properly
discarded plastic can be recycled, improperly discarded plastic.can lead to marine

pollution.

Before the presentation, I perceived the waste issue as-a global problem and

felt that my individual efforts would be insignificant. However, after the

presentation, I realized that .
